At least, that's all for now  all 30 bunnies dumped at SA Rabbit Rescue over Easter have been adopted and the waiting list for potential owners has blown out to 63. 
Messenger Newspapers last week highlighted the plight of the pets, many of which were dumped by their owners who considered them too old or boring. Carer Sally Arnold said there was now a waiting list of 63 people wanting to give neglected rabbits new homes.
``I'm just thrilled at the outcome,'' she said.
``The Easter crop are gone but there will be more bunnies available  there are about six ready to be adopted soon.''
Unley Park 10-year-old Alex Tideman picked up the last of the Easter rabbits last Friday (April 13).
His pets  Mischa and Tom  died of a mystery illness in their rabbit pen earlier that week.
Alex said his new seven-week-old Satin Rex cross bunny  named Melanie  was ``very cute and cuddly''.
``I know they're not just for Easter  they're for life,'' he said.
Meanwhile, Ms Arnold said SA Rabbit Rescue, along with the RSPCA, was due to rescue more than 200 rabbits kept in a shed near Eudunda after the paper's deadline.
``Hopefully those poor creatures will be able to saved and eventually be given as pets.''
